MUSIC IN OAKRIDGE’S EVENING OF ROMANTIC 
MUSIC FOR VALENTINE’S DAY 

 

Ever the inclusive community, Oakridge, held a romantic Valentine’s Day piano recital 
in St. Bartholomew Church, giving everyone a chance to be with those they love on the 

day for sweethearts. The third Music in Oakridge concert was different from the first 
two as it was just one musician, the world class pianist William Howard who lives in the 

village. Another difference to the first two concerts was that the audience included 

people from further afield, not just Bisley but as far away as Wotton-Under-Edge. 

The beautiful Yamaha grand piano was delivered safely to the cold church on the 

morning of Friday 13th from Whitney in Oxfordshire. And after the church was decorated 
that afternoon, a massive red inflatable heart hung in a tree outside the church porch 

the next morning, the piano tuned on Saturday lunch time, dramatic red uplighters in 

place and paper red rose petals scattered throughout the church, the stage was set. 

There was an air of collective excitement before John Cowan blessed the event. William 

was welcomed to the front of the church to introduce the varied and romantic 
programme of music that he wove together with stories of the lives of the composers.  

A list of the pieces doesn’t do justice to the experience of listening to world class music 
with our community. But that said, here is that list; Rondo Capriccioso Op.14, Felix 

Mendelssohn (1809-1847) Song Without Words Op.18 no.1, Delphine von Schauroth 

Four Love Song Arrangements, Franz Liszt (1811-1886) Fast Cloud: A Love Song 
(2017), Richard Reed Parry (b.1977) Solitary Highland Song (2016), Howard Skempton 

(b.1947) The Maiden and the Nightingale (from Goyescas), Enrique Granados (1867-
1916) Ballade No.1 in G minor Op.23, Frédéric Chopin (1810-1849). 

 
The sense was of 120 people listening with rapt attention. Interestingly after the 

performance William reflected a similar sense from the perspective of the performer. 
Those gathered were with him, giving their complete attention to the evening’s 

proceedings. 
 

Like with everything that happens in our special village within 30 minutes of the encore 
and the enthusiastic applause, the church was cleared, the bar taken down and the 

piano collected. There was no evidence of the magical happening we had shared, just 
the money raised to donate to St Bartholomew. Thank you, William Howard.

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OAKRIDGE HISTORY GROUP 
 

The first talk of 2026 was in February when John Loosley gave an 

account of the life of Percy Dearmer, who for many years lived part 
of the time at Lyday Close. He was born in London, the second son 

of Thomas and Caroline. Thomas was an artist and Caroline ran an 
exclusive girls’ boarding school. Percy was educated at Westminster School and in 

Vevey in Switzerland. At Oxford University he was converted to Christian Socialism and 

following ordination served in a working-class parish in London. He moved after a year 
or so to Primrose Hill, Hampstead and whilst there wrote the influential Parson’s 

Handbook, and together with Ralph Vaughan Williams edited the English Hymnal which 
included many hymns sung today. During WW1 his younger son Christopher died at 

Gallipoli and his wife died in Serbia whilst working as a nurse. He commissioned the 
memorial to them which is now the War Memorial in the village. After the war he was 

appointed Professor of Ecclesiastical Art at Kings College London and eventually was 
appointed Dean of Westminster Abbey. His eldest son Geoffrey became a famous poet 

and contributed several pieces in What’s On about his memories of living in Oakridge. 
 

The meeting in March will be a talk by Martyn Beaufort on The Oakridge Patricide, the 
1893 murder of James Wyndham, followed on 22nd April with a talk on Katherine Parr 

– Gloucestershire’s Queen, and 27th May the history of Gloucestershire Rural 
Constabulary. All are at 7.30pm in the village hall, with refreshments from 7pm.

Bygone Oakridge 

As mentioned above Geoffrey Dearmer contributed several articles to What’s 
On and below is an extract from What’s On March/April 1980 

 
The original owner of Lyday Close as far as I know which goes back only to 

1912, was Alfred Powell. He let the house, including the cottage outside in the 
paddock occupied by a donkey, and he afterwards sold it to us, house, “puppy 

cottage” (as we called the little stone summerhouse inside the wall), paddock, 
cottage and all for £800 freehold! My step-grandmother gave it to my father 

and stepmother as a wedding present, there they spent their honeymoon. 
 

Nobody at all in Oakridge at that date owned a car. Not even William 
Rothenstein, the Lord of the Manor, as it were, at Iles Farm. John Drinkwater, 

the poet and dramatist, had a cottage at Far Oakridge, and William Simmonds 

and his wife lived then in a charming cottage and studio at The Frith. Here he 
made his celebrated puppets, and to see one of shows was an experience 

never to be rivalled. Simmonds was a great value to the village. He produced 
“The Farmer’s Wife” in the school house at Oakridge with Fred Gardiner as the 

Farmer. 
 

Our great friend Bea Hornby lived at Far Oakridge in the twenties, and 
afterwards with her brother. They lived together at Iles Farm which they 

owned after it had changed hands more than once since Rothenstein’s days. 
Bea bought Lyday Close from us with two additional fields below the Vicarage 

which we were determined should not be built on. The freehold price was, I 
remember, £2000, a fair price in the 1930’s. 
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Spotlight on…………. 
 

Steve Lilleyman 
Reaching for the Stars 

 
 

Steve and Lorna ended up in their current house in Oakridge after Steve spotted the 

sunny hillside village from across the valley whilst on a bike ride.  A house with a great 

view to the south came up for sale in Oakridge and they moved here from Tetbury 
Upton nearly 9 years ago. 

 
Steve grew up in Cheshire. His life-long passion for astronomy stemmed from childhood 

camping trips in Wales where the dark skies allowed him to see the stars clearly.  His 
ambition from then on was to be an astronaut. He went to Manchester Grammar School 

and then on to Birmingham University to read astrophysics.  Birmingham was at the 
time one of only a few universities with a space research department. 

 
The 1970s and 80s were an exciting time for space exploration, and on graduation aged 

21 he applied to become an astronaut, missing out on the place which was eventually 
filled by Helen Sharman who flew aboard the Russian Mir space station. 

 
After a software consultancy job in Farnborough which he didn’t find stimulating, he 

decided to join the Royal Air Force and completed his officer training at the RAF College, 

Cranwell.  His dream to become a pilot was thwarted when his coordination skills were 
found lacking, and he instead became a navigator, hunting Russian submarines in the 

North Atlantic. Serving 16 years in total, he spent 11 years at RAF Kinloss initially on 
206 Squadron, and subsequently joined the Nimrod software team for 6 of those years. 

When his time in the RAF finished, he went into the defence industry as a IT systems 
engineer.  He tried a brief foray into financial services in 2007 as a web developer, until 

the financial crash in 2008 caused redundancies. 
 

Next came a move to a small software company in Bath working as a consultant and in 
senior management for the next 10 years.  The company was eventually bought out by 

an American enterprise and Steve moved to his current firm in Gloucester. He now 
works in innovation and consultancy, flying drones one day a week in Hampshire. 

 
Since moving to Oakridge, he has put his unstoppable energy into projects in the village 

and his many hobbies. He took over the village wine club and with his friend Steve 

Hutton puts on regular supper club evenings.  He had always been interested in cooking 
and was enthused to do more by a course at Nick Nairn’s Cook School which elevated 

his skills.   
 

After posting on the village WhatsApp group about things to see in the night sky, there 
was so much interest that the Oakridge Stargazers group developed with 55 people 

signed up.  It is indeed fascinating to look at the stars with a knowledgeable person to 
explain all the detail and answer questions from villagers with much less expertise.  
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He and Lorna love the vibrancy of the village with so 

much going on,  a very active village hall and a great 
pub.  He has always loved cycling and takes on 

challenging mountain courses in the Dolomites.  
Lorna has ridden horses all her life, and not to be 

outdone, Steve learned to ride and has been trail-
riding in Croatia, Albania and soon in Bosnia and 

Herzegovina.  Another passion of his is 
snowboarding, accompanying Lorna on their regular 

skiing holidays. 
 

Steve has always loved learning languages and 
traces his interest in cooking and good food and wine 

back to a French exchange when he was 12. He 

learned French, Spanish and Russian at school and 
subsequently Italian and a little bit of Japanese. 

 
He has two sons, who have achieved things which he 

didn’t quite manage.  One son is a search and rescue 
helicopter pilot in Scotland, and the other son is 

working in New Zealand as a white-water rafting 
guide and ski instructor. Clearly a family which 

thrives on adrenalin-based activities - Steve did his 
first parachute jump on his 21st birthday! 

 
Not one to let the grass grow, he is now retraining in his spare time as an electrician, 

initially to be able to solve any electrical problems in his own house, but with a plan to 
start his own business in the future.

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NATURE NOTES FROM WATERLANE 

 

The first signs of spring have been emerging in Water Lane with snowdrops taking 
precedence. They have been wonderful this year spilling over from gardens onto our 

footpaths and verges.   Though often thought of as a native wildflower they were 
actually introduced to the U.K. from mainland Europe in the early 1500’s and have 

thrived in our woodland areas ever since. 
                      

As soon as I start digging in my garden a gentle melodic whistling will start in the tree 
above my head. Our resident robin lets me know it appreciates my company and is 

willing to accept any titbits I may unearth. Male blackbirds are busy marking the 
boundaries of their territories with their low head down runs in straight lines. They will 

use path edges and walls to mark out their spaces and then patrol it, seeing off any 
other males that step over these lines, with shrill whistles. Rooks are early nesters and 

can be seen rebuilding their stick castles in swaying unsheltered treetops. Their raucous 

communal chatter is part of winter and early spring 
soundtrack. 

                      
Hares are more active and visible now. Look across open 

grassland, farmland or arable fields for movement, as their 
silhouettes race across the skyline. Hares breed in all but the 

coldest months, but are famously active now, with females 
spinning round to rebuff male advances.

WILD PLANT SURVEY OF OAKRIDGE LYNCH 
 
During 2025 I conducted a one square kilometre survey of wild plants in OS square ref 

SO9103 for the Wild Flower Society of Great Britain. The square includes the whole of 
Oakridge Lynch village, the meadows immediately south of the village, part of Three 

Groves Wood and the southern corner of Strawberry Banks. My count so far in this very 
limited area is 209 different species (these include wildflowers, grasses, trees and ferns 

– with the exception of the ferns, all recorded only when in flower). The long spring 
and summer drought affected many plants (orchids, for example), so I suspect that I 

will be able to add to the list in the coming months. The meadows around the village 
are wonderfully rich habitats, but what struck me most of all whilst doing the survey 

was how many different species can be found within the village itself. The weeds in my 
garden make an impressive list, but around the village the grass verges contain an 

astonishing variety of plant life. I applaud the Parish Council for not strimming the 
village verges until late June, but even at that time of year some species don’t have a 

chance to flower if cut.  

 
I am an enthusiast rather than a botanical expert, so if any reader is knowledgeable 

about wild plants and would like to add to the survey, I would be very happy to share 
what I have done so far.

WI which was started in Canada by Adelaide Hoodless, associated with the agricultural 
world which catered for the menfolk, she saw an opportunity for women, the home 

makers, to benefit from a similar getting together.     
 

This movement came to Anglesey in 1915, and by the end of WW1 there were 100,000 
members.  Cirencester was the starting place in Gloucestershire in 1916.  Numbers of 

Institutes steadily rose: 1921 – 57; 1929 – 133; at the peak 1975 – 285.  In 
Gloucestershire 290,000 members in WW2 produced 152 tons of jam.    Paper items 

are kept in the Record Office and Materials at WI House.   Sheila had brought a 
magnificent display of items for us to see; the embroidery and sewing was spectacular. 

 
March business – we had to say no for a quiz team this year for a variety of reasons,

She hated spitting on her boots, but loved marching.  Her first posting after passing 
out was with the 2nd Battalion the Green Jackets – only woman on site.   Gill enjoyed 

her army life, and none of the concerns that we hear of in the media and courts now 
were a problem in the 1980s/1990s. 

 
April is subscription night.  This year £54 for 11 meetings, and we’ve had some cracking 

speakers which will continue for the 2026/27 programme I’m sure.   We are on a visit 
visually to Venice at the meeting I believe.

The 6th April quietly marks the start of a new tax year and for most of us it passes without much 
thought. But it’s actually one of the best moments in the calendar to take stock of your finances.

1. Use your ISA allowance from the start 
Each tax year every adult receives a fresh £20,000 ISA allowance. Most people wait until March to 
use it. Starting in April instead means any growth is sheltered from tax for a full twelve months 
longer. A small habit that adds up meaningfully over time. 
2. Check your pension contributions 
If you receive a pay rise this year, it’s worth considering putting a portion straight into your pension 
before lifestyle costs absorb it. Contributions benefit from tax relief, meaning a basic rate taxpayer 
sees £800 become £1,000 invested. Higher rate taxpayers can reclaim additional relief through 
self-assessment. 
3. Think about gifting 
Each tax year you can gift up to £3,000 completely free of inheritance tax. This allowance resets in 
April and, if you didn’t use last year’s, you can carry it forward once, meaning up to £6,000 can be 
gifted this month. For those thinking about passing on wealth, it is one of the simplest tools 
available. 
4. Review your will and pension nominations 
A new tax year is a natural prompt to check that your will still reflects your wishes and that your 
pension nomination forms are up to date. Pensions sit outside of a will, so who receives yours is 
determined entirely by your nomination. It takes minutes to check and can make an enormous 
difference. 
5. Talk to someone 
Financial planning doesn’t need to be complicated or time consuming. Often a single conversation 
is enough to make sure you’re not missing something straightforward. If any of the above has 
prompted a question, I am always happy to have an informal chat over coffee.

Oakridge News 
 

Firstly, the current Oakridge Ward Councillors are delighted to announce that Tina 

Salmon has filled the Oakridge Ward vacancy and formally joined the Parish Council on 
March 4th. Tina is well known to many of you, and with her wide-ranging skillset, local 

and professional knowledge will be a valuable addition to the Oakridge Ward team and 
the wider BwL Council. 

 
The draft Bisley-with-Lypiatt Neighbourhood Plan was submitted to Stroud District 

Council (SDC) on February 5th 2026 and SDC commenced their Regulation 16 
Consultation on March 5th.  This will last 6 weeks before the Plan is sent on to HM 

Planning Inspectorate for ‘examination’. We hope to have the inspector’s report back 
by the summer to facilitate a referendum in early autumn. We will keep you updated 

in progress. 
 

A record of all of the Regulation 14 community consultation comments, steering group 
responses and actions, along with proposed amendments and the final draft Plan that 

was submitted to SDC, can all be found on the BwL Parish Council website. 

 
The Parish Council Annual meeting will be held in May (date to be announced) which is 

a summary of the Parish Council’s activities over the last year and its ambitions for the 
coming year.  It is open to all in the community and is an opportunity for all groups 

that have been supported by section 137 grants to attend and present their activities, 
and meet with Parishioners and councillors. 

 
As many of you will know there is a major reshaping of local Government in the pipeline 

and the Parish Council have formally submitted a response via the formal Government 
consultation supporting the single unitary Gloucestershire proposal, which is the 

preferred option of both Stoud District Council and Gloucester County Council. 
 

Ward councillors met with GCC Highways in February who have agreed to a long-term 
solution to alleviate the flooding at Manesty Farm. We are hopeful this work will 

commence this summer and the associated potholes thereafter repaired. 

 
With the help of members of the community a cherry tree with guards and some edge 

protection has been planted on the triangle below the War Memorial to help protect this

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space and prevent delivery drivers using it as a turning circle.  Thanks go to Mike

We are very aware that the road to the Daneway in particular is in poor condition and 
we urge residents to continue to report potholes using the fixmystreet portal. 

 
Finally, plans are in progress to decorate the bus shelter to cover the graffiti; Oakridge 

Parochial School are working on a series of 10 panels and when complete they will be 
mounted on the walls.

Council Budget 2026-27: Council approved a budget of £22.5 

million for the next financial year. District Council Tax will increase by 
2.99%, an increase for Band D properties of 14p a week to £250.35 

a year. (The majority of your bill is for County Council and the police.)  
Council Tax Support up to 100% continues for those who cannot 

afford to pay. Council Housing rents will increase by 4.8%. The budget 
also includes £100k for walking and cycling schemes around the district, and £100k for 

planning for climate change adaptation – increasingly important as the direct effects of 
this global problem are being experienced locally, not least in the increased rainfall and 

consequent flooding we've all seen.  

 
Grant Schemes: The budget includes an additional £50k for Stroud Funding, through 

which local groups and organisations crowd-fund for projects that benefit local people 
and the environment. The new Culture Grants scheme is for grants up to £2000, with 

a focus on young artists. The Climate and Nature Small Grants scheme offers up to 
£2000 to community groups, parish and town councils, and not-for-profit organisations, 

to help local communities adapt to climate change and support nature recovery and 
biodiversity. To apply for any of these, see the council's website or contact me.
